21. If any question arises as to the interpretation of these rules. it shall
be decided by the State Government. The State Government may further give
directions and issue instructions from time to time for the proper implementation
of these rules.

22. The State Government may for reasons to be recorded in writing relax
all or any of the provisions of these rules in public interest.

23. The Haryana Municipalities Management of Municipal Properties
and State Properties Rules, 1976, are hereby repealed :

Provided that any order made or action taken under the rules so repealed
shall be deemed to have been made or taken under the corresponding provision
of these rules.
